1. CALL TO ORDER

Vice-Chairperson McLeod called the meeting of the Environmental Management Advisory Committee (EMAC) to order at 2:04 am. 
2. ROLL CALL

Present:  Vice-Chairperson (VC) Sharon McLeod, Committee Member (CM) Sandra Davidson, and CM Robin Sullivan.  CM Janice Willoughby arrived at 2:15 pm.  
Absent:  Chairperson (CP) Robert Forsythe (excused) and CM Bonnie MacDuffee.
Others present:  Senior Planner (SP) Wendy Farley-Campbell, David Twombly of Central Coast Disposal (CCD), and Dan Webb of County Transfer and Recycling (CTR).  
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

The Agenda was approved with the correction that the approval of the minutes was forwarded to an unspecific point on the Agenda to allow opportunity for a quorum.

8. GREENER FLORENCE 
Content and Design for Business License Renewal Educational Insert
SP Farley-Campbell said last Spring they had discussed providing education to the commercial businesses so they could feel more comfortable nominating themselves.  She stated she spoke to City Recorder Weese and learned the business license renewals will be going out Nov. 20.  The design, layout, and content would need to be decided during the Nov. EMAC meeting.  VC McLeod stated she would put together content for the mail-out.
9. committee and staff discussion / report items
City of Florence Recycle Kiosk
SP Farley-Campbell stated that City Councilor Sue Roberts is excited over this and if CM Davidson has the total number of pounds collected, to please provide the information to Sue Roberts via email tomorrow. CM Davidson said she would send information to CC Roberts.

The EMAC directed staff to purchase the corkboard with an aluminum frame for the Kiosk.
CM Willoughby stated that she will not be able to attend EMAC’s meeting of Nov. 17, 2011.  
CM Willoughby stated that she has had some problems with the “Don’t Forget Your Bag” stickers ripping and wondered if anyone else had the same problem.  The EMAC discussed that some of the stickers were cut a little too deep and this is why they ripped.

SP Farley-Campbell asked if EMAC is still happy with the sticker design and if so then additional stickers could be ordered.  The EMAC stated that they were pleased.  
SP Farley-Campbell announced that the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) did not receive the grant funding this year and so it may have affected the Fall Hazardous Waste Drop-Off Event.  She said that the City could still have the Black and White Event without the County’s involvement.  SP Farley-Campbell said if the EMAC wanted this event in the fall, they could try to coordinate it with a beach clean-up event. 
SP Farley-Campbell reminded the EMAC that they should be thinking about the next newsletter and perhaps they could come up with some Holiday recycling tips.
